· The dog will be kept in appropriate conditions for its health and welfare and will be fed a suitable diet for its age and condition

· The dog will receive all necessary veterinary care to maintain its good health.

· The dog will never be exercised offlead in an unenclosed area.

·  The adopter understands that if there is a failure on their part to keep to any part of this contract, SHWA(UK) retains the right to repossess the dog at any time.

· The dog has been assessed by SHWA(UK) as suitable for re-homing, but SHWA(UK) can accept no responsibility for any damage, injury or other issues caused by the dog once re-homed.
